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I am pleased to present to you the 2010 Annual Report for Help Brings Hope for Haiti, 

Inc. (HBHH).  Our board and our long -standing partners in Haiti ñ Bishop Chibly 

Langlois and Fr. Medenel Angrand of the Nord-Est Diocese and Fr. Desinord Jean of Port

-au-Prince  ñ witnessed both terrible tragedy and amazing miracles taking place in 2010.  

In this report, you will see evidence of the teamwork, resilience, and hope that is 

persevering in the face of tragedy. 

Because of the earthquake so early in 2010, HBHH quickly shifted focus to organize 

medical mission teams, plane loads of medical supplies, and container shipments of food, 

clothing, hygiene items, and other relief goods.  We also helped Radio Soleil maintain 

operations in the aftermath of the earthquake, providing the people of Haiti with a 

voice of information and hope amidst the crisis. In the following pages, you can read 

more about each of these vital responses to this tragedy and to the cholera outbreak  in 

October 2010. 

You will also see just a sampling of the outpouring of love and concern from businesses 

and individuals stepping forward to do whatever they could to help.  Just imagine these 

examples accomplished through HBHH multiplied many times over across the world as 

people sprang into action to help provide relief!  

Even with so many of our resources focused on earthquake relief, HBHH continued its 

ongoing programs of education, agriculture, and medicine.  We continued to support 

teachersõ salaries to guarantee a source of income for them; we continued to provide the 

cost of education for over 1,000 children in St. Suzanne, Cotelette, Jacmel, and Port-au-

Prince; we continued to provide tuition costs for nurse training; and we continued to 

fund the salary of the only doctor in the St. Suzanne area.   

At the end of 2010, we thanked our supporters at a special event honoring their 

investment in the lives of the poorest of the poor in Haiti.  The board also voted to fund 

the remaining amount needed to move forward with the Pure Water for Haiti program, 

providing clean, safe drinking water to 54 schools in the Nord-Est Department.  This 

important project is vital to the health of Haitian children and families in these 

communities and will help prevent illness and death from water-borne diseases such as 

cholera. 

Since HBHH was founded in 2003, we have continued the same standard of stewardship 

we have always demonstrated, with 95 percent of our 2010 revenue funding programs 

to help the Haitian people.  We realize that our success would not be possible without 

the support of our volunteers and donors.
