n behalf of Bishop Chibly, Fr. Jean, Fr. Mednel and all the people of Port-au-Prince, St. 

Suzanne, Ft. Liberté, Jacmel, and the Help Brings Hope for Haiti Board of Directors, I am 

pleased to present this annual report on our mission work for 2008. 

This year was particularly difficult for the island of Haiti.  Rising food prices resulted in the 

cutback of food distributions from charitable organizations, and flood waters from four 

hurricanes created new challenges for the people of Haiti.  But these crises also presented new 

opportunities for the people of Haiti and the supporters of HBHH to demonstrate resiliency and 

resourcefulness.  Their generosity made it possible for HBHH to send over $60,000 worth of 

emergency food to the people of Port-au-Prince and Ft. Liberté.  Thanks be to God, the mountains 

of Haiti protected the village of St. Suzanne from the worst of the winds and rain, allowing the 

new agricultural programs of HBHH to flourish beyond expectations. 

Having met with the village farmers in 2007 and learned of their needs, HBHH funded their 

specific requests during 2008 and watched the village take strides in self-sufficiency: crops 

distributed by the farmers to 1,863 poor families; yam gardens planted for the poor; and over 

5,000 trees planted for food, reforestation and revenue.  Most importantly, the plans for these 

projects were made by the farmers of St. Suzanne themselves, a key step toward ownership that 

is tremendously encouraging.  I wish everyone could witness the profound change the villagers 

have made in their lives! 

Further, HBHH received a matching gift of up to $50,000 toward the end of the year to continue 

the vital funding needed to accomplish its good work.  As always, the HBHH Board of Directors 

continued the same standards of stewardship we have always demonstrated, with the average 

administrative outlays for 2005-2008 amounting to only 1 percent of the budget.  We are always 

grateful to all of our supporters who make this necessary and good work possible.

According to the U.S. Department of State, òHaiti remains the least-

developed country in the Western Hemisphere and one of the poorest in 

the world. Haiti now ranks 146th of 177 countries in the UNs Human 

Development Index.ó Since the departure of President Aristide in 2004, the 

financial situation of the country has stabilized. As much as three-fifths of 

the population of Haiti is unemployed or underemployed; four-fifths live 

in absolute poverty (Britannica Online Encyclopedia-2009).   

Hope for Haiti has several programs throughout the country, 
with many focused in one of the poorest regions, Nord Est. 

 

Over 92 percent of the population

History of Agency 
elp Brings Hope for Haiti, Inc. is a 501(c)(3) nonprofit organization incorporated in Tampa, 

Florida in November 2003 with the purpose of helping to meet the basic needs of the 

people of Haiti and helping them reach independence through education and the creation of jobs. 

During a visit to Tampa to work at the Catholic radio station WBVM (90.5FM), Fr. Desinord Jean 

of the Diocese of Port-au-Prince in Haiti conveyed the needs of citizens of his country, the poorest 

in the Western Hemisphere. The two founders of Help Brings Hope for Haiti, Inc. (HBHH), 

Patricia Eddy and Barbara Byars, listened and responded to his call for assistance. Fr. Jean 

returned from Tampa to Haiti in 2003 to continue his long-standing mission of running Radio 

Soleil, a respected Catholic radio station in Port-au-Prince that has given hope and trusted 

information to half a million listeners during years of Haitiõs political, social, and economic 

unrest. He is now directing all of Haitiõs Catholic radio broadcasts and spearheading the countyõs 

new television launch of Tele Soleil. Patricia Eddy is currently the HBHH nonprofit agencyõs 

executive director, and Barbara Byars is the secretary of the board. Together they work with the 

support of local area churches and organizations in the Tampa Bay area and in Haiti to further 

the HBHH mission and outreach efforts in Haiti.   

Our founders and the Help Brings Hope for Haiti seven-member board of directors believe that 

education can defeat fear, replace ignorance, and bring hope. Based on this premise, the agency 

began its early work in 2003 by sponsoring educational scholarships for Haitian students, age six 

to 18, who otherwise could not afford schooling in their country. Scholarship support provided 

by HBHH in Haiti was increased from an original 13 students as provided in 2003, to 600 in 2005, 

and nearly 1,000 in 2008. In addition to scholarships, the educational component of the agencyõs 

outreach expanded in later years to include support for teachersõ salaries, renovation of 

classrooms, building of schools, and teacher education and training. Currently, there are eight 

program components at HBHH addressing the highest community needs within the individual 

regions of Haiti: medical, education, community development, construction and renovation, 

clothing and household items, food, wells, and agriculture.

2008 Accomplishments 
 A òTi Foresó reforestation program was implemented to 

plant new trees to replace those being cut for charcoal 

(approximately 98 percent of Haitiõs population uses 

charcoal to cook). The deforestation is catastrophic. 

 Bathrooms were installed at the St. Suzanne and the Cotelette 

Schools. 

 Emergency hurricane relief supplies and two other 40Ź 

containers of supplies were shipped. 

 The St. Suzanne doctor became the first Caritas doctor in the 

Diocese and began traveling to villages without a doctor two 

times weekly.
